COLONOSCOPY





INDICATIONS:





Polypectomy of adenomatous or villous polyp found on Flex sig


Evaluation of abnormal BE showing polyp or cancer


Evaluation of significant lower GI bleeding


Follow-up of adenomatous or villous polyps at 2 to 5 year intervals


Follow-up of colon cancer at one year, then 2 to 5 years thereafter


Evaluation of documented Fe deficiency anemia, with no other sources of apparent blood loss


Evaluation of U.C. or Crohn’s Disease for cancer every 2 years, after 15 years of disease 


Foreign body removal





EVALUATE BEFORE CONSIDERING COLONOSCOPY:





Insignificant bright red rectal bleeding only with BM


Diarrhea


Abdominal pain


Family history of colon cancer


Hemoccult positive stools
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
