MOHS’ SURGERY

Mohs’ surgery is considered medically necessary if:

· the skin lesion occurs in areas known to have a high recurrence rate.  These include the nasolabial folds, the ala nasi, the nasal tip, the ears and other select sites where tissue conservation is important, such as the eyelid, perioral areas, genitalia and digits.

· the lesion is a complex, ill-defined or recurrent neoplasm.

Related pathology procedures may not be billed separately, since these services are included in the CPT descriptor.

Scheduling of Mohs’ procedure should be done in coordination with IPA plastic surgeon’s availability for possible flap closure on large lesions.

The Primary Care Physician should:

1. refer to a dermatologist for biopsy and evaluation of candidacy for Mohs’ procedure if a basal cell or squamous cell carcinoma is suspected.
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
