	Nuclide Scan
	· Gastrointestinal

· Acute and chronic bleeding

· Acute and chronic cholecystitis

· Liver - Hemangioma work-up

· Following metastatic disease

· Genitourinary

· Quantitative renal; function

· Scrotal trauma, infection, torsion

· Sensitivity to contract media

	Ultrasound
	· Gallbladder disease inc. Bile Ducts

· Focal liver disease

· Pancreatic disease

· Genitourinary screening (renal, bladder)

· Male pelvis (limited usefulness)

· Female pelvis

· Great vessels in abdomen, retroperitoneum

· Deep abdominal Doppler

· Biopsy and drainage procedures

· Trauma (limited usefulness)

· Ascites

· Renal size

· Obstructive ceropathy

· Hydronephrosis

· Renal Mass

· Surg for reflux

· Surgery for stone

	CT
	· Trauma

· Infection

· Tumor (primary, secondary, staging and follow-up)

· Obstruction (GI, GU, Biliary, pancreas)

· Biopsy and drainage procedures

· Possibly CT angiography

· Possibly for pain of unknown etiology


	MRI
	· In selected cases to supplement CT, U/S, nuclide scans

· Adrenal disease

· Hemangioma of liver work-up

· Sensitivity to Iodinated Contrast

	Angiography
	· As supplement to any of the non-invasive studies or on a case by case basis

· Hypertension work-up

· Aneurysm work-up

· GI, GU, miscellaneous bleeding

· Vasculitis
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
