PELVIS - FEMALE

	MODALITY
	INDICATIONS

	Nuclide Scan
	· Radionuclide scans have no role here.

	Ultrasound:
	· Ultrasound is the best simple screening modality suitable for cysts, ectopics, myomata and ovarian neoplasms

	CT
	· CT is very good for pelvic lymphademopathy.

· Suspected pelvic masses when MRI is contraindicated or unavailable.

· Staging of pelvic tumors (in some cases).

· Suspected inflammatory conditions (eg diverticulitis).

	MRI

	· MRI is best for staging carcinomas but is not necessary for obstetrical or benign conditions.

· Staging of known carcinoma of the bladder, cervix, endometrium, ovary or rectum.

· Characterization of uterine and adnexal masses when ultrasound is inconclusive.

	Nuclide Scan
	· Torsion of testis vs other causes

	Ultrasound
	· With biopsy of prostate for cancer

· Bladder capacity and residual urine volumes.

	CT
	· Pelvic and abdominal lymphadenopathy

· Staging of prostatic carcinoma and other pelvic malignancies

· Undescended testis

· Suspected inflammatory conditions (i.e. diverticulitis)

	MRI
	· Staging of known carcinoma of bladder, prostate or seminal vesicle
